











Make your own street decorations


If you can’t come to one of the workshops you can make decorations at home. Here are some ideas to get you going, if you’re stuck take a walk down the street and get inspired by the patterns and colours you see around you. If you need more information or materials get in touch. Children may need supervision when using sharp tools such as knives, scissors or needles.








Sewing and embroidery


Cut up shapes of fabric from old clothes or blankets. Traditional bunting is triangles, but you could try other shapes e.g rectangles. Fold the top of each piece over thick string and sew the folded seam onto the main piece. You can make a pattern by changing the colour of the fabric you use. You can also stitch on designs or words.





Printing


Cut up fabric into shapes. Cut into potatoes or other vegetables to make designs. Use fabric paints to print your design onto your fabric shapes. Use the same method outlined above to attach fabric onto the string. You can also print with other objects e.g. dried pasta, leaves, rubber stamps, clay or fimo stamps.
